Our Preferred Partners      We aim to highlight and uplift smaller organisations with limited staff or external funding, as  these often rely more directly on donations.      More than half of the available funds will be dedicated to organisations that deliver positive  environmental outcomes .      Projects that serve areas with a high number of our passengers will be prioritised,  recognising the additional pressures that visitor numbers may bring.      We will also give additional consideration to organisations that help improve the  sustainability of our product  —   for example, local landmarks that form part of our routes  and benefit from joint social and environmental gains.   Participation and Collaboration      By joining our Carbon Tax Scheme, organisations agree to collaborate with us by sharing  project updates, which we will promote both internally and externally.      We also try and support applicants with vouchers for free tours, to be used as raffle prizes,  free transportation during our quieter months, to support events and projects, and with  volunteers from our team.  Ask for more details if these opportunities are   of interest.   Timeline      Applications are due by  31 December 202 6.      The funding pool will be calculated at  £10 per tonne of carbon   generated across our  operations (Scope 1 and 2), based on an independent carbon audit   conducted at the start of  each new year.      Following this, projects will be reviewed through a team voting process and a Board review.      Funding will be distributed by  31 March 202 7 .
